“Years ago the Board 
decided to move forward with Fiber to the Home project.  Our goal 
was to do so without debt. Granted we didn’t pay out capital credits 
last year but we have completed a Fiber to the Home network 
without debt.  I am very proud of that.”  The importance of this 
statement was reiterated by Jeff Naig, of Kieslings Associates LLP, 
when he reviewed the financial statements and also by General 
Manager, Daryl Carlson. 
 
Office Manager, Marcie Boerner, spoke about the theme “Growing 
Together” and similarities between the telephone industry and 
agriculture.  “Technology in agriculture has increased the amount of 
corn and soybeans produced.  For better efficiency the equipment 
used to produce and haul it has also changed.  It is a change that 
can be seen. Broadband and wireless usage is increasing and it is 
harder to understand and see” stated Boerner.
